Throughout 2011 and 2012

a £14 million project to
transform the facilities available
to students has been underway
in the town centre. State-of-
the-art workshops having been
opened at the Palmbourne
Technology Centre, the outdated
workshops on the campus were
demolished. Construction of the
new buildings and surrounding
landscaping began in September
2011, providing new kitchens

for hospitality students, an
easy-to-reach setting for the
acclaimed college restaurant and
beauty salon and a new learning
resource centre giving students

ngertip access to all the
information they need for their
coursework.
