While you are making your mind up about what to do next, you 
can get lots more information about Stafford College from our website, 
as well as from course information sheets, open events and by calling 
in to the Enrolment Centre. 

The guidance interview
When you apply to the College you will be invited to a guidance 
interview. This helps to make sure that you are choosing the best course 
of study, taking into account your knowledge, skills and experience. 
It is not some kind of test or selection process but is designed to ensure 
that you have the best opportunity to succeed. It is relaxed and informal 
and your parent/guardian will be most welcome to attend. 
As part of your interview you are likely to be asked to take an initial 
assessment in English and Maths to make sure we place you on
the right course and to see if you would bene�t from any 
additional support.

The offer
In most cases, the interview will lead to a written offer of a place at 
Stafford College. This may be unconditional if you already possess 
the appropriate experience and quali�cations or it may depend on 
the results of examinations you plan to take. Accepting an offer does 
not commit you to coming to Stafford College but it does mean that 
we guarantee to hold a place for you on that course, subject to entry 
requirements being met. We do recommend that anyone considering 
starting a full-time course in September applies as early as possible and 
makes sure that a place is reserved on their �rst-choice course. 

The induction programme
From mid-August each year we hold advice and guidance sessions for 
those students who need to review their results. Later in the summer we 
invite new students into college for the induction programme.
